Austin Independent School District (“AISD”’) requests proposals for a Contractor to perform the
construction of the Work described below in connection with AISD’s Renovations at Project (the
“Project”). AISD is interested in receiving proposals from General Contractors with experience in
successfully completing projects that are similar in scope, size and complexity to the Work and meeting
any specialized requirements set forth below.

1. PROJECT

1.1.  Scope of Work. The selected Proposer must furnish all labor, materials and equipment
required for the construction of the following improvements (the “Work”):

Design and Install new Ansul R-102 (no substitutions allowed for standardization) suppression
system in accordance with current NFPA 17 and NFPA 96 standards, the Authority Having
Jurisdiction (Austin Fire Dept) and the manufacturer current installation instructions. System to
include all materials for a complete wet chemical kitchen fire suppression system including agent
storage cylinders, stainless steel tank enclosures, control and interface devices, detectors, fuel shutoff
devices and all other equipment necessary for a complete operational and code compliant system. All
materials and components are to be new. All exposed piping to be chrome plated. Only system
components referenced or specifically permitted in the manufacturer’s design, installation and
maintenance manual shall be used. System to be installed by authorized Ansul distributor that has
been trained by the manufacturer and holds a current certificate in an Ansul R102 training program.
The pre engineered fire suppression system components shall be warranted for five years from date
of delivery against defects in workmanship and materials. System shall be provided with a one year
warranty from Ansul Systems.

Contractor to remove existing conduit, conduit straps, pulleys, pull stations, cabling, tanks, control
heads and other components of existing system. Used suppression system components shall not be
permitted to be reinstalled in new systems, including pipe or conduit from previous installation.
Penetrations and holes resulting from the removal of conduit or piping shall be sealed with listed
equivalent liquid-tight sealing devices. Contractor to properly dispose of removed tanks and
suppression agent.

Contractor shall obtain all required permits and authorization for the work. Contractor shall provide
submittal drawings and other required documents to City of Austin Fire Department. Complete
drawings of the proposed system installation, including the hood(s), exhaust duct(s), and appliances,
along with the interface of the fire extinguishing system detectors, piping, nozzles, fuel and electric
power shutoff devices, agent storage container(s), and manual actuation device(s), shall be submitted
to the authority having jurisdiction. Provide AISD Project Manager with one complete set of
electronic submittal documents for review.

Contractor to perform functionality testing on electrical and alarm circuits, and intake/outtake vents
for existing suppression systems at Project Sites prior to starting demo for the installation of the new
suppression system. Contractor to notify AISD Project Manager of any existing issues prior to
starting demo. AISD Project Manager will review and determine if work at the Project Site will be
placed on hold until the issue is resolved. AISD Project Manager will report the issue to AISD for

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correction. Once corrected, the AISD Project Manager will review the Project Site’s installation
schedule with the Contractor to confirm the updated scope of work completion date.

Contractor to coordinate installation dates and times with AISD Project Manager. Contractor will
notify AISD dispatch center daily when contractors begin and end work at facility and provide onsite
point of contact with mobile phone number. Contractor will comply with AISD Covid 19 protocols
in effect at campus. A Project Manager will be a required position for the necessary coordination
with AISD.

Contractor to coordinate with AISD Life Safety Systems for disconnection of kitchen hood
suppression system from building fire alarm and reconnection following installation.

Contractor’s scope of work will include disconnection of electrical power shutdown circuit from the
existing suppression system control unit and reconnection of electrical power shutdown circuit to the
new suppression system control unit.

Contractor’s scope of work will include removal of existing gas valve and replacement with
manufacturer’s approved mechanical gas valve listed for use with the Ansul R 102 kitchen hood fire
system. If new mechanical gas valve has replaced electrical gas valve, contractor shall connect fire
system wire rope to new mechanical gas valve.
