Staffing Update 

 Our staffing and recruitment team has hired more than 775 new teachers. We are currently 
working to fill 365 vacancies.  

 We are at a 94.2% percent fill rate.  

 We are committed to ensuring that every student in Austin ISD learns and grows with the 
support of a qualified teacher.  

 Teacher Tutors - We want our teacher mentors to help teachers identify students “growth 
areas” utilizing the RTI model and support lesson planning  

 

Special Education 

 Austin ISD’s vision is “We are Austin’s home for inclusive learning: high expectations for all 
children, high outcomes for every student.”   

 three main “big rocks” we are working to improve beginning this fall.
