Date: 10/30/2020 Score 50% Unsatisfactory

Clifton Career Development School serves approximately 250 high school students who receive
instruction in the areas of career and technical curriculum within the AISD special education program.
The school was built in 1977 and supports agriculture, culinary arts, health science, horticulture,
hospitality and mechanics programs. The school also offers a career practicum to help students gain
employment.

Interview Overview

Principal Tony Dishner and other staff members were present for the interview. The campus focuses
on providing special education students with career and technical courses. Principal Dishner informed
us that the Texas Education Agency (TEA) is eliminating CTE special education, so the programs and
capacity at Clifton will need to be expanded so that the school can become a district-wide CTE hub
for all students while still serving special education students. It is expected that Clifton will need to
expand to serve 800-900 students.

The culinary program is hampered in getting new equipment due to existing infrastructure for the
ventilation hood. Fryers are needed but cannot be installed due to code requirements with existing
hoods. The horticulture program needs updates to the aging greenhouses and systems that are not
fully functioning. Greenhouse temperature regulation is inconsistent with current equipment. Floral
design and landscape design are taught in a portable that has a rotting floor, and the exterior siding
is deteriorating. They would like to expand the culinary garden. The staff expressed other needs such
as an expanded health sciences area to accommodate multiple hospital beds; a room for certification
testing; more labs; and a mass production and teaching greenhouse. There is also space on the
campus where a “mini expo center” could be located for district-wide animal showing competitions.

The staff also has security and safety concerns. Electrical circuits are often overloaded and trip
breakers.

I L<cning spaces are mostly adequate but lack ADA-accessible restrooms.

Transforming this campus to a hub for all students will involve the upgrades listed above as well as
new programs and spaces for the expanded population. Their requests include an agriculture center
with a barn, flex space, studio and performance show arena; more studio spaces and support for
added programs connected to the labs they serve; cosmetology program space; construction
management studio and lab; small engines Lab; expanded health sciences simulation and
certification labs; expanded greenhouses and outdoor garden areas; and campus-wide accessibility
and infrastructure upgrades.
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Assessment Findings

The Educational Suitability Assessment of Clifton Career Development School earned a 50% overall
score and places the campus in a category of unsatisfactory. The assessment consists of seven
General Building categories and eight Academic categories to determine areas that need more
attention. (Categories that do not apply to this facility include Visual and Performing Arts, Athletics
and Wellness, Media Resources and Food Services.)

Very Unsatisfactory Categories (0-35%):

Exterior

Score is very unsatisfactory.

Bus drop-off and main entrance are the same. Only one loop and has very short stack space. Staff
parking is separate and distant from front entry. Signage on building is visible but not apparent. No
street marquee or other signage to identify the building. No compost. Trash and recycling are far
from building and there is a ramp from the loading dock to parking lot level.

Outdoor Learning & Activity

Score is very unsatisfactory.

Outdoor spaces for learning do not have space with seating. Large garden area with greenhouse
and studio is configured well but needs updates and is disconnected from the rest of the school.

Academics & Learning

Score is very unsatisfactory.

Learning neighborhood studios are adequately sized, but dated accordion partition separates
adjacent studio, limiting ability to have multiple learning areas. Studios have built-in casework with
limited mobile storage. There is a lack of collaboration spaces within learning neighborhoods. No
furniture is provided for informal interaction in circulation spaces. Multiple rooms for different
programs have same configuration. Special education areas are in typical studios. Campus has not
been updated for needed ADA spaces.

Unsatisfactory Categories (36-50%):

General Building

Score is unsatisfactory.

Primary circulation to studios is less than 7 feet in width. Larger corridor at main entry of building only.
Small, centralized gathering space is present but only accessible through main entry. New carpet,
wall base and paint in studios and corridors, but most spaces are aged with old, movable partitions
that allow sound to transmit easily.

Controllability of Systems

Score is unsatisfactory.

Studios do not have individual thermostats. Blinds are present in studios, but in poor condition. Single
switch for lighting in studios.

Technology
Score is unsatisfactory.
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Mobile flat panels are available in most spaces but appear to be the only provided technology. An
old television with a VCR was observed in one studio. Typical outlet configuration in typical studio
with limited capacity (approximately three per wall). Cafeteria projection screen is too small
compared to the size of the space. There is no digital media signage present at the reception area.

Average Categories (51-65%):

Security
Score is average.

Furniture, Fixtures, Equipment

Score is average.

Mix of old and new, but in good condition. May not support all students with special needs. No variety
of seating for informal/soft seating in common spaces. Furniture is not easily movable due to age and
weight. Most furniture is sized for appropriate grade levels.

Administration Spaces
Score is average.

Administration area is small, lacks area for seating and does not feel welcoming. Conference room is
centrally located near main entry but needs updating for transparency.

Satisfactory Categories (66-80%):

Environmental Quality

Score is satisfactory.

Acoustics between adjacent studios are poor due to aged movable partitions. Artificial light levels
are average with minor glare on some surfaces. Most spaces have access to outside views and natural
light. No evidence of pests or odors and appears very clean.

Very Satisfactory Categories (81-100%):

CTE and Career Connected Learning

Score is very satisfactory.

Clifton is a specialty school with CTE programs for specific populations and career development and
training. (Principal noted that TEA is eliminating CTE special education, so programs will have to begin
to comply with general CTE standards.)
