Future Liberal Arts and Science Academy at Current Eastside Campus

Date: 01/26/2021 Score 53% Average

International High School and Eastside Memorial Early College High School share a campus in east
Austin. Together, they serve an enrollment of approximately 675 students. Both the International and
Eastside programs are moving to a new campus and the Liberal Arts and Science Academy (LASA)
will begin occupying the campus in fall 2021. The campus will undergo partial renovations during the
summer of 2021 in preparation for the new users.

The original campus was built in the 1950s and consists of approximately 253,300 square feet on 26
acres. The overall campus appears aged, parking is undersized, and wayfinding signage is poor.
While the campus is large with ample daylight and courtyards for outdoor learning, it needs
renovations and modernizations to meet the current Educational Specifications.

The primary campus building is one story with traditional double-loaded academic corridors and full-
height exterior windows that maximize natural light in the studios. There is no transparency between
most studios and corridors and no room for collaboration or breakout space outside the studios. Most
of the furniture and finishes are outdated and need updates to fully support a modern and
collaborative learning environment. The athletic additions are undersized, difficult to navigate and
need modernization.

The campus is scheduled to undergo partial renovations in spring of 2021 that will be completed by
beginning of the 2021 school year. The renovations will consist of reconfiguring some academic
studios, CTE rooms, and athletic spaces to functionally support the programs at LASA. Newly
accommodated programs will include dance, guitar/jazz band, wood shop, metal shop, robotics, sci-
tech, and additional science labs

The student parking lot on the north side of the building will be
reconfigured and restriped to support marching band practice.

Interview Overview

The interview was conducted virtually with the future users of the campus, the Liberal Arts and
Science Academy. We were joined by Principal Crescenzi along with select faculty and staff. While
participants generally expressed the need for more space for their growing enroliment, they agreed
there are some features of the campus that should be preserved. These features include the Veterans’
Memorial at the main entrance, the future College Center and the existing courtyards that provide
access to daylight, views and outdoor learning opportunities.

Participants also shared their concerns about the suitability of certain programmatic spaces. Both the

main gymnasium and the Performing Arts Center are undersized, and neither can support whole-
campus events. The campus has no dedicated marching pad, and the interior instructional and
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support spaces are undersized for their robust music program. In the CTE and Fine Arts wing, the
robotics room is limited by the low ceiling height. The wrestling room needs a dedicated practice
area, and the weight room could be larger. Some teachers expressed concerns about the lack of
flexible collaboration spaces throughout the campus.

In the future, the school hopes to include programs such as music production, anthropology,
animation production, biotech lab research, fire academy, marketing/business/accounting, and
sports medicine. These programs need room to grow, and participants emphasized the lack of
available interior space as a significant barrier to programmatic growth. Campus representatives
shared their hope to create more permanent outdoor learning spaces in the exterior courtyards.
Establishing strong network connections that support digital learning will be an important
consideration for future campus planning.

Assessment Findings

The Educational Suitability Assessment of the future LASA campus at 1012 Arthur Stiles Road earned
a 53% overall score and places the campus in a category of Average. The assessment consists of
seven General Building categories and eight Academic categories to determine areas that need more
attention.

Very Unsatisfactory Categories (0-35%):

Academics & Learning

Score is very unsatisfactory.

Learning studios are not organized into learning neighborhoods. The layout consists of traditional
double-loaded corridors with solid walls. Studios lack flexibility, transparency and collaboration
space. Studios are generally undersized and need mobile furniture to support project-based learning.

Visual and Performing Arts

Score is very unsatisfactory.

The visual arts and music rooms are in adequate condition but are generally undersized and some
programmatic spaces are missing entirely.

Technology

Score is very unsatisfactory.

Technology is inconsistent across the campus. Some studios contain ample wall outlets, projectors
and digital display screens, while others do not. The cafeteria and media center both have a large
screen, but no mounted projector. Gym does not have AV. Digital media signage is missing in the
reception area.

Unsatisfactory Categories (36-50%):

Exterior

Score is unsatisfactory.

The age of the original building is showing, and the entrances need updates. Signage is limited and
the main entry is difficult to find. There is a mixing of bus and car traffic at both the front and back of
the school. Stack space is undersized.
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General Building

Score is unsatisfactory.

The age of the original building is showing, and the exterior entrances need updates. Signage is
limited and the main entry is difficult to find.

Furniture, Fixtures, EQquipment

Score is unsatisfactory.

None of the learning spaces have a variety of flexible furniture. Studios have single desks/tables and
loose chairs that are cumbersome to rearrange for project-based learning. The cafeteria provides
folding tables with loose chairs and fixed booth seating that is outdated.

Athletics and Wellness

Score is unsatisfactory.

Physical education spaces are inconsistent. The main gymnasium and weight rooms are undersized.
Support spaces generally need updates. In an upcoming project, one of the gyms will be converted
to rooms dedicated to dance and wrestling. In general, the athletics wing has narrow corridors with
poor lighting, finishes and signage.

Food Services

Score is unsatisfactory.

The cafeteria is adequately sized with plenty of natural light and access to outdoor dining. No table
and chair storage or projector were observed. Furniture is outdated and difficult to rearrange.

Average Categories (51-65%):

Security
Score is average.

Controllability of Systems

Score is average.

Studios allow for individual control of thermostats. The majority of the lighting controls in the studios
are on a single switch. Window blinds are present, but some are damaged and need to be updated.

Media Resources

Score is average.

The library is adequately sized per the ed specs. A variety of flexible furniture and breakout rooms
are needed to support collaboration in varying group sizes. There is no direct exterior access for
visitors to utilize the library for after-hours functions.

Administration Spaces
Score is average.

I \+hich will bring natural light and
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transparency into reception. The rest of the administration suite will remain small with very limited
natural light. The conference room has no transparency and is difficult to find for public or parent
use.

Satisfactory Categories (66-80%):

Outdoor Learning and Activity

Score is satisfactory.

The campus has plenty of courtyards that provide opportunities for outdoor learning. Many of the
spaces are overgrown, not well-maintained and are not ADA accessible. In an upcoming project, of
the courtyards will have site drainage improvements.

Environmental Quality
Score is very satisfactory.
All studios have access to plenty of natural light and exterior views.

Satisfactory Categories (81-100%):

CTE and Career Connected Learning

Score is very satisfactory.

All CTE programs identified in the master plan are offered at the new LASA campus and have
dedicated spaces. As a part of the 2021 renovations, many CTE spaces are being upgraded to better
align with ed spec requirements.
